If electricity is not available, your electric
fee will be returned.

Electric Fee: $ 10.00 per application

Submitting an application does not guarantee acceptance. We receive more artist requests than we can accommodate in
the available space.

The WCTC Craft Fair is open to artisans who exhibit work of original concept, design, and execution. Individuals as well
as organizations are invited to submit an application.

All items sold at the fair must be handcrafted by submitting artists and craftsman. Buy and Sell items are not allowed at
this show. No Kits, unfinished wood cut-outs, or imports are allowed!

You can not bring items from mail order catalogs and sell them at the WCTC Craft Fair as your
handmade items/artwork.

Exhibitor will be screened during the fair to be certain the photographs submitted for the jury process reflect the work
being exhibited. Artists will be asked to remove the work in question and/or to leave the fair.

No food may be sold by exhibitors in either the gym or the classroom booths.

Jury Selection:

Acrtist selections are based on a jury process. Determining Criteria:

« Information on application form.

* Photographs illustrating Art/Craft.

» The number of entries in a category.

» The recommendations and analysis of the juror /screening committee.

Photographs:
4 photographs of your art/craft plus 1 booth photo must accompany the application. Photos will be returned with the artist
notification. Please include a stamped self addressed business sized envelope.

* Note: You may submit a CD with digital file of 4 pictures of your product and 1 booth photo.

Photographs are mandatory for all artists and will be utilized to identify the artwork and assist in selecting
artists/exhibitors for the event.
