BROOKFIELD — Web and
software development firm
Lanex serves companies
with a wide range of tech
needs, often custom and
complex ones.

The firm, located in
Brookfield’s Bishops
Woods Office Park,
launched in 1999 with hard-
ware and network support,
which it’s largely left
behind. “As technology has
evolved, we’ve evolved,”
says founder and President
Matt McCoy. Most recently
the company has increased
its focus on digital market-
ing, as “business require a
more holistic approach” to
tech and marketing today,
he says.

On the web application
and software development
side, Lanex LLC builds sys-
tems or apps from scratch
or fits new functions into
structures that already
exist. “Generally speaking,
our projects involve some
amount of sophistication,
some integration with a
host system, data that we
might be importing, pay-
ment gateways or a lot of
content,” says  McCoy. 

Examples of Lanex pro-
jects include a system for a
security company that took
a four-hour quoting pro-
cess to about 10 minutes

and a detailed meal config-
urator for cancer patients. 

Among the company’s
endeavors are the
biztimes.com website and
work for the Milwaukee Jew-
ish Federation and Milwau-
kee-based UPAF, the United
Performing Arts Fund.  

McCoy sits on Waukesha
County Technical College’s
network specialist adviso-
ry board and is a proponent
of mentorship, he says.
Lanex has partnered with
WCTC as an internship
host for a number of years.

Sales funnel
“When we first started

our business, people just
needed a website,” McCoy
says. “Now people want a
more integrated approach
to things from a marketing
perspective. They also
want to know how their
website is actually going to
help them engage their end
user. “Are we making the
sales we want to make off
of it?”

Digital Marketing Manag-
er Samantha Parrish, a new
hire at the 12-person firm,
says a key for clients is
establishing a “sales funnel
that finds their customers
and brings them through
the buyer’s journey.”

“More so than them hav-
ing to pay for advertising,”
the focus is on becoming
friendly with search

engines through content,
she says.

Web design, social media,
branding and business
strategy advice are part of
the package, she says.

Parrish and McCoy see
artificial intelligence,
machine learning and con-
nected systems/the inter-
net as prime drivers in
their industry moving for-
ward. 

Amid the acronyms and
buzzwords that run thick
in tech, McCoy touts his
firm as approachable. “We
have a very strong base of
developers who are local.
We don’t outsource our
work,” says McCoy.

As a testament to Monter-
rey’s passion for equity and
commitment to growth,
North High School’s bilin-
gual classes and English
Language Development
department have flour-
ished since her arrival.
When she came to North,
the only bilingual class
offered focused mainly on
remedial homework help.
In the six years since Mon-
terrey began teaching at
North, the number of bilin-
gual faculty has doubled
and there are now three lev-
els of English as a Second
Language classes offered.

Monterrey also co-teach-
es a number of classes to
provide bilingual support
and assure that non-ESL
classes are facilitated in a
culturally responsive man-
ner. Demonstrating the
growth of its ELD depart-
ment, the school is one of
the first in the state to offer
Wisconsin Seal of Bilitera-
cy awards to students who
demonstrate advanced
achievement in bilingual-
ism, biliteracy, and socio-
cultural competence.

Additionally, Monterrey
serves on the school’s Cul-
turally Responsive Commu-
nity Team as an advocate
for equitable practices.

“As a native of El Sal-
vador who immigrated to
the United States at the age
of 1, I never felt that my
culture was valued or rep-
resented throughout my
education,” said Monter-
rey. “This is why having a
culturally responsive class-
room is one of my top pri-
orities.”
