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WAUKESHA — The
Waukesha County Expo
Center hosted hours of
COVID-19 vaccinations
Wednesday, administering
1,000 doses. On Monday the
clinic administered 328 vac-
cines in partnership with
the Wisconsin Department
of Health Services’ mobile
vaccination unit.

The county has had vacci-
nation clinics already, but
the Expo Center will serve
as a centralized hub and
handle a large number of
doses. 

“Waukesha County is vac-
cinating our public as quick-
ly and safely as possible,”
said Waukesha County
Executive Paul Farrow.
“Our biggest limitation is
access to vaccines. However,
supply is increasing, and
our operations are designed
to grow along with it.
Waukesha County has more
than 70 registered vaccina-
tors who are ready to join
this historic community
effort when the vaccine
arrives.”

Farrow said the goal is
1,000 vaccinations per day,
seven days per week. The
supply of doses from the
state, which itself receives a
supply from the federal gov-
ernment, remains the major
hurdle. Farrow voiced opti-
mism, however, saying the
single-dose Johnson & John-
son vaccine could potential-
ly prove effective in increas-
ing efficiency; and also that
the state is now issuing
information on the number
of doses to be sent to locali-
ties more ahead of time,
which will allow for longer
planning horizons. 

Currently, Waukesha
County is receiving about “a
seventh of what we asked
for” Farrow said, regarding 
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WAUKESHA — Waukesha
first brought a lawsuit
against the New Berlin Plan
Commission in December of
2019 after New Berlin denied
the approval for the booster
pump station and reservoir
facilities in Minooka Park,
and the case was dismissed
Monday in Waukesha Coun-
ty Circuit Court, according
to online court records.

The booster pump sta-
tion is part of the Lake
Michigan water project, a

$286 million undertaking
dubbed the Great Water
Alliance project. It will con-
struct the pipelines and
other infrastructure needed
to bring Lake Michigan
water to Waukesha and then
recycle it back to a Lake
Michigan tributary after
use and treatment.
