Feb. 14, 1949
Local Trolley man Alert,

Thwarts Suicide Attempt
Alert action by a Wauke-

sha man Saturday night
saved the life of a Milwaukee
woman and frustrated her
suicide attempt.

Henry O. Lorenzen, 43, of
331 W. Main St., a motorman
on the Milwaukee-
Wauwatosa street car line,
was going west on Wells
Street about 6:45 p.m. Satur-
day. Suddenly, as Lorenzen’s
car left the Wells Street
viaduct, a woman jumped in
front of the car.

According to Lorenzen, the
woman “jumped from
behind a no trespassing sign
on the west end of the
bridge.”

“She ran out on the
tracks,” Lorenzen continued,
“and kept moving about five
feet ahead of the car. She
looked up at me with a wild
stare.”

Flags Other Car
Here Lorenzen’s thoughts

were turned into action. He
slammed on the emergency
brakes, threw the car into
reverse and stopped. He
bumped the woman just hard
enough to knock her down.

But his job was far from
finished. As the woman went
sprawling on the tracks, an
eastbound trolley was
approaching. Lorenzen hus-
tled out of his car and
flagged down the oncoming
streetcar. And just in time.
The woman’s leg, extending
over the eastbound tracks,
would have been amputated
if the motorman hadn’t seen
Lorenzen’s frantic signal to
stop.

51 years ago

Feb. 14, 1968
“While the great problems

of our times are moral, they
are technical as well and
what are needed are techni-
cians with a moral con-
science,” Dr. Curtis W. Tarr,
president of Lawrence Uni-
versity, told Carroll College
students and faculty today at
an observation of the
school’s 122nd birthday.

Speaking at the Founder’s
Day Convocation, Dr. Tarr
outlined the function of lib-
eral arts education in
preparing students to face
the turbulence of today’s
world.

“The three main goals of
the liberal arts are to provide
the capacity to assume the
initiative in making choices
and reasonable alternatives
to problems, to provide the
capacity for renewal, and to
provide the capacity for ful-
fillment,” Dr. Tarr said.
